2010 Team Unity, Chase Corporate Challenge

When she began her career, Kathy Murray didn’t imagine that her job would
someday require her to travel all over the world, to countries like China, Aus-
tralia, India, and Belgium. Raised in Greece (New York, that is), Murray returned
to her hometown after earning a bachelor’s degree in Medical Technology from the
University of Dayton. After ten years of service at the former St. Mary’s Hospital, she
joined Unity (then Park Ridge Health System) as a medical technologist.

Murray learned about Unity’s Tuition Reimbursement Program, and enrolled
at SUNY Brockport in 1987 to pursue a master’s degree in Public Administration,
Health Management emphasis. She appreciated the support from administrators and
her manager who encouraged her to continue her education.

“A three month internship was part of the requirements,” said Murray. “So I

chose to work for Tim McCormick [then president/CEO of Park Ridge Health Sys-

tem] and Marty Carlin [then president of Park Ridge Hospital]. I learned a lot from
them.”

Murray believes that every new opportunity should be embraced, so when she
was offered an evening supervisor position, she accepted it. “People will take notice of
you if you take risks,” she explained. “If you don't take risks, you're not open to new
opportunities.”

A new opportunity presented itself to Murray in 1994, when the laboratories of
Park Ridge Health System and ACM Medical Laboratory merged. The following two
years, Murray worked in the newly formed company, first managing the Chemistry
Department, then managing a laboratory in Bath, New York, and, lastly, being of-
fered a job as a lab administrator.

Murray, who calls her career an adventure, said one of the pivotal moments in her
life came in 1996, when she joined the team that would
expand ACM Lab’s clinical trials business. With a work
area initially in an unfinished basement of the ACM Lab
facilities on Elmgrove Road, Murray and her Sales and
Operations colleagues went to work. The clinical trials
division thrived.

By 2000, Murray was on a five-country tour and visit-
ing laboratories throughout Europe to find the right part-
ner for ACM Lab. Two years later, Pivotal, located in
York, England, was chosen as the clinical trials partner.

The following decade continued to be an “adventure”
for Murray. She was named executive director of Techni-
cal Affairs for Clinical Trails and has since added more
international stamps to her passport, by touring central
laboratories in Australia, China, Singapore, India, and
Japan, and meeting with potential business partners in
those companies.

After nearly 40 years in the workforce, Murray is
starting to think about retiring in the next five years and
spending time with her five grandchildren. She has reason
to be proud of the many achievements throughout the
span of her career, but when asked what she is most proud
of, Murray replied, “I have to say the dear friends I have
made at work; they are so special to me.”
