It’s estimated that 17 percent of adults age 50 and older have a diagnosable chemical dependency problem -- and many are not getting the 
help they need to overcome it.  To better meet the needs of the community, Unity Chemical Dependency expanded its older adult program 

to the Evelyn Brandon Health Center in addition to the Unity Chemical Dependency clinic. 
	 The program targets the specific needs of this population, and offers grief and loss support, as well as creative arts, movement, recreation 
therapy, and volunteer opportunities. To attract more referrals we have added community education, and an advertising campaign with radio 
and transit shelter ads, as well as movie theater slides.
	 “Our  program provides a supportive, sensitive, and safe environment for older adults to explore the unique issues that they face, in addition 
to those traditionally encountered in chemical dependency recovery,” said Norma Marshall, counselor.  The program is focused on establishing 
the foundation for lasting recovery and addresses related issues, such as medical problems, that may be contributing to excessive use of alcohol, 
prescription medications, or other drugs. 
	 Clients are involved in individual, group, and family therapy and work together with other older adults to establish healthy, sober support 
networks and stress management tools. “Many of our clients look forward to coming to treatment and enjoy the healthy socialization that 
comes with being around others they can relate to,” said Marshall.
	 Caring for clients is a team of therapists, psychiatrists, and nutritionists who understands the unique challenges older adults face. “We help 
our clients understand the psychological impact of excessive use of alcohol, prescription medication, and other drugs and help them rebuild 
healthy stress management tools,” said Marshall. 
Staff also work with client medical teams when 
necessary to identify and address potential medi-
cal needs.
